Southampton Orienteering Club Group Membership Statement.
Southampton Orienteering Club (SOC) is committed to encouraging young people to participate in the sport of orienteering.

Group membership is offered to bona fide organised youth groups1.

The membership year runs from January to December.

The holder of the membership will be an adult member of the management organisation of the Group.

Effective membership will be extended any member of the Group who is 18 years of age or under in the current year, ie in 2010, anyone born in or after 1992 will meet this age qualification.

The holder of the membership will be the point of contact between SOC and the Group.

Group Members attending events must always be accompanied by at least one responsible adult who is properly accredited to the Group (not necessarily the membership holder) who will be responsible for those Group Members at the event2.
If there are any concessionary entry or hire fees for SOC members at events, then these concessions will be available to the Group Members and to one accompanying adult per twelve group members.
The holder of the membership will not be eligible to compete for SOC unless they are also an individual member of SOC.

Group members will not be members of the British Orienteering Federation (BOF).

The holder of the membership will not be a member of BOF unless they are also an individual BOF member of SOC. 

Group Members will be eligible for regional incentive awards, but not for national incentive awards.
There are currently 2 national inter-club competitions for juniors that Group Members3 will be eligible to run in should they reach the appropriate standard. 
Note 1. Group Membership is intended for youth groups such as schools, scouts, guides, forces 
cadet units and the like, where there is a demonstrable management structure and register 
of members.
Note 2. Orienteering as a sport is entirely dependant on the goodwill of landowners. Any anti-
social  behaviour (vandalism, littering, or bad language, for example) that is likely to 
bring SOC in to disrepute with a landowner could result in membership being withdrawn 
from individuals in the Group, or the Group as a whole.
Note 3. In the event that a Group Member competes for SOC, then SOC must be able to 
demonstrate to BOF that that individual is a member of the Group that holds the Group 
Membership.
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
