	Terrain:
	Mostly open runnable typical new forest woodland and enclosure. Take care on forestry roads. The main forest roads are cycle routes so beware of cyclists There are some ponds in the northern part of the area which may be deep. The low lying/flat parts of the natural Forest are very wet. 

 

	
	

	Start:
	Start will be close to the event arena. Allow 5 minutes. The Emit electronic punching system will be used. Those hiring cards should collect them from Enquiries before going to the Start.  It is the competitors’ responsibility to ensure that their card has been correctly activated at the start and that they obtain a correct punch at the control site, including a backup pin mark on the yellow backup card. There will be no reinstatement without evidence of punching on the backup card.
Start lists will be available in the assembly area and before the start.
Start times are 10.25 – 12.35. All Cup and Trophy start times are pre allocated and available from your club captain / entry coordinator. It is a TIMED start.  Please make sure you arrive at the start in plenty of time. Anyone late will only be allowed to start at the discretion of the Start Officials and this is likely to involve quite a long wait for a free slot to comply with competition rules. Note that the Blue Men’s Course, Green Mens, and Short Green courses are likely to be full, so it is especially important you are not late. If you feel your lateness is the fault of the organiser or the event organisation, please discuss this after your run with her.
There is a 4 minute call up

Your name will be called at T-4, dibber check at T-3, control descriptions at T-2, ready yourself at T-1, Go at T-0 Please check you have picked up the right map! 
Non competition entry on the day courses will use the same start. Please make yourself known to the start officials.


	Finish
	There will be a spectator final control and a short run in within the event arena. Club tents will be positioned along the run in. Please download as soon as you have finished as we want to keep results up to date during the event. Please also ensure you download even if you do not complete your course to avoid a search party being called!!

	

	Clothing:
	Full leg covering. Cagoules may be required depending on weather.

	

	Safety bearing:
	Head west to the A337 then south to the entrance of the campsite. 

	Jury


	We hope there will be no problems on the day. Can we request that any competitor or official who feels the need to lodge a ‘complaint’ with regard to any competitor or any aspect of the organisation or planning thought to have substantially contravened the Rules or other instructions issued by the Organiser to do so at the earliest opportunity, so it may be given full consideration without unduly delaying any confirmation of the results.

If the decision made by the organiser does not resolve the complaint then a written protest should be made (forms available from the organiser) and if necessary a jury will be convened.

	

	Competition
	Teams in this heat are;
CUP; SOC, WIM, TVOC, SO, SLOW, SN, BKO

TROPHY( clubs with less than 125 members); 

WSX, KERNO, SARUM, GO, MV, NWO, BADO

Every competitor will receive a score based on their finishing position. The team score is arrived at as follows.

CUP; 25 scores to count with a maximum of 4 counters from any one 'large' class eg blue women, and a maximum of 4 counters from each pair of 'small' classes eg orange men/orange women

TROPHY; 13 scores to count with a maximum of 2 counters from any one 'large' class, and a maximum of 2 counters from each pair of 'small' classes.

Scores will be calculated during the event so that the winners will be notified by the end of the day.

The winner in the cup and trophy competitions will qualify for the Compass Sport Cup final hosted by SYO on Sunday 16th October 2016.
